Note that Nigeria does 

not observe daylight saving time. 

Electricity in Nigeria: is based on English standards usually supplied at 230Volts, 50Hz. Wall sockets use a 

3-pin fused plug, which necessitates the use of travel adapters for people with different specifications. 

Weather: Nigeria's climate varies depending on the region, but generally, it experiences a tropical climate 

with a wet and dry season. The dry season typically runs from November to March, while the wet season is 

from April to October. Check the weather forecast closer to your travel date to pack accordingly.
